Having correctly identified the wiring from your existing light fitting, pull the mains wire through the hole and connect to the
quick fit connection block in the following way.
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® Terminations:
Check that... Jl = [l Blue or Black (N)  Live supplyto L = (Brown or Red)
You have correctly identified the wires. Eathto @ = (Green/ Yelow)

Neutral to N = (Blue or Black)

The connections are tight. . The terminal block allows for Loop-in / Loop-out
